Mr. Powers, Mr. Haselbauer and Mr. Hoyt who told the board he is a retired Sherriff, all from Shacksbush Road 
were in to speak to the board members about problems they are having with Holly Park the trailer park located on 
Shacksbush Rd.  Each of these property owners have had issues with residents that live in the park.  Mr. Powers 
and Mr. Hoyt had an issue where Mr. Powers had to MACE an individual for their safety.  The residents 
understand that this is a police matter, but they also wanted to inform the board of their plight.  Mr. Bader agreed 
that there is not much the Town can do, be vigilant, take pictures and call the police.  Mr. Mosley offered to reach 
out to the District Attorney Greg Oakes to see if there is anything he can do.   At 7:42pm Mr. Powers, Mr. Hoyt 
and Mr. Haselbauer left the meeting.
